•		� Current Actual Program GPA of 3.00 or greater
•		� Limited Spaces Available: qualified applicants 

will be selected based on the general eligibility 
requirements indicated above as well as 
collaborative spirit, motivation, references, and 
any additional requirements established by the 
School of Architectural Studies.

REQUIREMENTS
•		� Attend mandatory pre-departure orientation at

•		� Complete and sign all mandatory mobility forms
•		� Personal statement essay (refer to application form)
•		� Two (2) letters of reference

FUNDING
•		� All students may be eligible for the Global 

Mobility Bursary or Global Skills Opportunity 
Scholarship for Canadian citizens, or permanent 
residents of up to $1500 and/or up to $2000 
funding through The Villa Charities Renzo 
Pillon Memorial Scholarships
